IIM Rohtak is now the Monitoring Institution for Department of Food and Public Distribution
under Ministry of Consumer Affairs for undertaking a concurrent evaluation of the
implementation of National Food Security Act 2013. Institute also worked with Department of
Post (Govt. of India) as a project consultant.

IIM Rohtak has plans to achieve global size in its programmes in coming years. To carry the
growth forward, IIM Rohtak has completed the phase | of construction of its new campus at
Sunaria, spread over 200 acres of land. A cumulative area of 69000 sq. metre has been
constructed with world class facilities of classrooms, seminar hall, open auditorium, student
activity centre, etc. to facilitate and nurture an environment for the best student learning
outcome. The infrastructure has been designed to meet global environmental standards.

The academic block has state-of-the-art classrooms with the latest audio-visual systems,
acoustically engineered and equipped with goose-neck mikes and lapel mikes, ultra-modern
seminar hall, faculty rooms, ergonomically designed lecture theatres with projector in each
lecture theatre, a cafeteria, conference halls, IT lab, video-conferencing studio and well
stocked and fully functional library containing various international print and online journals,
magazines and other e-resources.

In addition to this, the residential area has all the amenities like mess, halls of residence,
modern laundry services, widespread parking area, and shopping complex. The entire
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campus is Wi-Fi enabled to provide unlimited internet access to the students. Adequate
healthcare facility, transport facility, convenience store, etc. are provided to the students,
faculty, and staff.

This new campus was inaugurated on March 25, 2018, by Hon’ble Vice President of India,
Shri. M. Venkaiah Naidu. Hence, the classes for the academic year 2018-19 commenced from
the new campus.

IIM Rohtak has entered into its ninth year of establishment and completed eight years of
excellentacademic activities.

The Seventh Batch of Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) was inaugurated on
June 30, 2016, and 151 students received their Post Graduate Diploma in Management during
the Seventh Annual Convocation held on March 25, 2018.

The Eighth Batch of Post Graduate Programme in Management (PGP) was inaugurated on
June 30, 2017. 252 students joined the Eighth Batch of Post Graduate Programme (PGP), with
230 Male and 22 Female students. There was a nearly threefold increase in the number of
female students who joined IIM Rohtak in the academic year 2017-18.

The institute is hoping to select excellent students in the forthcoming batch taking into account
diversity from all aspects of society. The focus is to improve the gender ratio of the institute
further; hence itis expected to induct girls to the strength of 50% of the batch.

Our success is evident in the placement of our students in the corporate world. IIM Rohtak’s
final placements saw an increase in the highest CTC, which is INR 30 LPA, by 16%, according
to the interim report published by the institute. The average salary offered is INR 11.70 LPA,
which again shows an increase of 7% in comparison to the previous year. A total of 95
companies participated in the final placement process. In the current year, [IM Rohtak has
strengthened its relationship with 42 past recruiters and also established relationships with 53
new companies including three international companies. Itis remarkable given the stage of our
institute vis-a-vis other established IIMs and other management institutes in India. 26 students
were offered PPO/PPIs as a result of their summer placement. Of them, ten students accepted
the offer in companies such as Yes Bank, ICICI Bank, Tata Steel, Wipro, etc. Our placement
report is transparent and is audited by an independent agency, as per the Indian Placement
Reporting Standards.

IIM Rohtak has completed its summer placements for the batch of 2017-19 with some
inspirational facts and figures. A total of 103 companies participated in the summer placement
process. [IM Rohtak strengthened its relationship with 45 past recruiters and also established
relationships with 58 new companies. The average stipend was Rs. 50,110/- and the highest
stipend for two months was Rs. 2,47,800/-. Some of the prominent brands that came for
summer internships were Arcesium, ICICI Bank, Yes Bank, Tata Steel, Amazon, Wipro, Dabur,
Idea, Cognizant, JSPL, L&T, and IDFC Bank to name a few. The batch diversity in terms of
educational background and work experience has been appreciated by the industry.
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The Institute entered the fifth year of its doctoral programme, Fellow Programme in
Management (FPM) during the year. Three students from the FPM Batch 01 were graduated
on the Seventh Annual Convocation held on March 25, 2018. All three students had an “A
Category” journal publication before convocation. This is a strong reflection of research
emphasis at [IM Rohtak.

IIM Rohtak conducted open MDPs via online mode for the academic year 2017-18. The
participation included professionals from India and abroad on specialized topics like Data
Analytics, Project Management, Sales & Marketing, Strategic Management, Digital Marketing
and Market Analysis, HR Analytics and Entrepreneurship.

The Institute also conducted sponsored MDPs for various organizations like IRCTC, Prasar
Bharti, LNG Petronet, Powergrid Corporation and LIC of India, to name a few. The topics from
specialized areas of HRM, Strategic Management, Leadership Development and Data
Analytics were covered. More such programmes are in offering in the ensuing academic year.

Several online executive programs were launched in the domain of analytics using our
licensed technology of CISCO and other partners. Nearly 1000 executives are trained from
both government and the private sectorin last one year.

The Institute has launched 1-year Executive Post Graduate Programme for Working
Professionals (ePGPx). The academic session of the First Batch of ePGPx will commence
from June 18, 2018. Also, two year- Executive Post Graduate Diploma in Sports Management
is being introduced for sports graduates and management professionals who seek to become
leaders in sports management. The academic session for the same will commence from
August 2018.

The faculty strength of [IM Rohtak is 31. There are 33 staff members, who are posted against
approved positions either on the regular or contract basis. We have the best gender ratio in
faculty amongst all the [IMs with nearly 1/3rd of faculty being women. Our target is to increase
the strength of faculty to 48 in the academic year 2018-19.

All the faculty members are committed to publishing their research in high-quality journals and
other outlets. During 2017-18, over 75 papers have been published and accepted in leading
journals and conferences of international quality, in addition to case studies, working papers,
books and book chapters. This makes |IIM Rohtak faculty amongst the best in research in the
country.

Our FPM students also regularly publish their research in high-quality journals and other
outlets. During 2017-18, 26 papers have been published and presented at renowned national
and international journals and conferences. Students also have to their credit three books
published inthe academic year.

IIM Rohtak has started its case centre, which is a repository of management cases. 9 cases
were registered in the academic year 2017-18.

Institute is in the process of publishing the first edition of ‘Emerging Economies Case Journal’
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at IIM Rohtak with Sage publications demonstrating strong research culture of IIM Rohtak.

Agreement of collaboration was signed with the University of Namur for research activities;
students exchange program and faculty exchange program. IIM Rohtak has also initiated
research collaborations with the faculty of Lancaster University, University of Albama, and
CEIBS, Shanghai University of Missouri, USA, NYU, AbuDhabi among others.

[IM Rohtak has been inducted to CFA Institute for University Affiliation Program. This is an
important step towards the augmenting student options in pursuing a career in finance domain.

Student activities during the year were diverse, and their achievements were truly
commendable. The students, with faculty support, organized four management summits this
year. Management conclave in Delhi and Mumbai were held with the purpose to facilitate
increased interaction between industry and academia. Keynote speakers from organizations
like Accenture Consulting, Boston Consulting Group, Economic Times, Deloitte Consulting,
KPMG, Micromax, and Microsoft shared their insights on changing industry environment and
organizational practices.

Industry experts from organizations such as Ford, P & G, Lowe Lintas, Uber, ICRA Rating, UM
Motors shared their experiences with the student community. Senior leadership from
Cengage, Boston also visited |IM Rohtak.

The institute also contributed to various welfare initiatives. ‘Run for PEACE Mini Marathon’ was
organized to spread the message of Perseverance, Empathy, Advocacy, Calmness, and
Equality. IIM Rohtak also organized an awareness program and a tree plantation drive to
support the initiative —“Rally for Rivers” a nationwide campaign to save rivers in the country. We
also hope to take plantation initiatives in the new campus.

Batch PGP 08 of IIM Rohtak had three-day induction cum orientation programme starting from
30th June 2017. During these three days, students had an opportunity to interact and gain
valuable insights from eminent guests like Lt.Gen. Nirbhay Sharma, Hon. Governor of
Mizoram, Capt. Abhimanyu Singh, Hon’ble Finance Minister Haryana, Dr. Satya Pal Singh,
Hon’ble, MoS HRD, and Dr. Subramanian Swamy, Hon’ble Member of Parliament, Prof. | M
Pandey, Former Dean and Director-in-Charge [IM Ahmedabad and Prof. Jagdip Chhoker,
Former Dean and Director-in-Charge |IM Ahmedabad, Shri. Rahul Sharma, Co-founder
Micromax, and Shri.

The second edition of Film Summit was organized by IIM Rohtak on 22nd July, 2017 which was
graced by eminent speakers like screenplay writer Mr. Anjum Rajabali, film director Mr. Amit
Masurkar and actor and film director, Mr. Hardik Masurkar.

IIM Rohtak celebrated National Handloom day in association with Regional Publicity
Directorate, Govt. of India, Ministry of Information and Broadcasting, Narnaul and Rohtak
region on August 4th, 2017 to promote handloom products and create awareness about it
amongst the youth.
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[IM Rohtak also organized the third annual TEDx Event on September 10th, 2017 with eminent
speakers sharing their experiences and celebrating the theme of ‘Lock Stock and Barrel.’

[IM Rohtak celebrated its 9th Foundation day on 16th November 2017 and Lieutenant General
Syed Ata Hasnain PVSM, UYSM, AVSM, SM, VSM, graced the event as the Chief Guest.

Institute has several annual featured events at |IM Rohtak. Udaan 4.0, the Annual
Entrepreneurship Summit was organized by E Cell on December 10th, 2017, where
entrepreneurs from diverse areas participated to stimulate the zest for start-ups among the
students.

Infusion, an amalgamation of management, cultural and sports events was also organized
from 12th — 15th January, 2018, that saw students participating from more than 20 premier
institutes of the nation including IIFT, IIM Kashipur, FMS, IMT Ghaziabad, among others with a
total footfall of 2000+ people from all over India.

The Post-Graduate Programme (PGP) in Management at the Indian Institute of Management
Rohtak (IIM Rohtak) offers a judicious blend of theory and practice and is delicately designed
to be change-oriented. The course curriculum is continually reviewed and updated to cater to
the requirements of industry and reflect changes in the environment. Aunique feature of the IlIM
Rohtak PGP is its inbuilt concern for the larger society as reflected in the design of the
curriculum, which aims at nurturing well-focused, value-conscious and socially committed
managers and leaders of the future. Being aware of the shifting boundaries and the winds of
change in a globalizing business environment, the programme also lays considerable
emphasis on exposure to many aspects of international business and related strategic and
cross-cultural issues.

Two years PGP in Management is a full-time residential programme for graduates from any
discipline. Admission is based on CAT examination followed by WATPI (Written ability test and
personal interview). The first year course work covers the essential core courses. This is
followed by summer internship in industry for a period of 8 to 10 weeks. In the second year, the
course work will be primarily devoted to specialized streams. The Institute offers specialization
in IT, Human Resource Management, Operations, Marketing, Finance and Strategy. Some
compulsory courses in the second year help students develop an integrated approach to solve
managerial problems.

The First year of the PG Programme provide incoming students, a thorough understanding of
the functional areas of Management. All the courses in the core curriculum are common to all
students, and considering the level of rigor with which it is taught, enable them to enter into any
stream of management when they embark upon a career, regardless of the choice of
specialization they make in the second year. The first year also lays the foundation for
moulding a unique IIM Rohtak brand where, as stated earlier, a concern for the wider society
and an abiding value system are firmly imprinted. Besides, formal training in Business Ethics
and Socioeconomic Transformation starts at the very beginning of the Post Graduate
Programme.

The second-year courses, apart from one compulsory course, are elective offerings in the
areas of Business Environment, Financial Management, Management Information Systems,
Operations Management, Marketing, Human Resource Management, and Strategic
Management. IIM Rohtak faculty, as well as professionals from industry and academia (as
adjunct and guest faculty), conduct these courses which give in-depth insights into the subject
matter, and hands- on experience through projects and diverse case studies.

Curriculum

The duration of the IIM-Rohtak Post Graduate Programme is for two academic years. Each
Academic year normally begins in June/July and ends in March and consists of three Terms.
The students go for summer internships at the end of third Term. Each Course is structured
around the concept of credits. A full course requires 30 hours of classroom instructions and
interaction. Thus, students normally require another 70 hours of preparation on their own at the
minimum; so, typically at least 100 hours need to be devoted to a full course. Instructors
facilitate effective learning in their courses through multiple pedagogical tools including
lecture-discussions, case method, behavioural and computer based simulations, projects,
class presentations, and various forms of technology based learning such as multi-media,
case analysis, video conferencing and e-learning.

Compulsory Package of First year

The first year courses are aimed at building the foundation of the Programme. Hence, all
students are required to complete all the first year courses. These courses are designed to
provide basic conceptual knowledge and analytical tools in different disciplines and functional
areas of management incorporating inter-dependent and inter-related disciplines, functions,
and factors that form the core of organizational functioning and managerial effectiveness.
Uniquely, the first year curriculum also consists of courses that aim at inculcating a sense of
ethical consciousness and social responsibility.

Entire curriculum of PGP Programme was reviewed by the curriculum review committee after
rigorous brainstorming with industry experts, alumnus, management thinkers, and faculty.
Following compulsory courses are included in the first year of the programme.

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SECOND YEAR -Elective Courses

In the second year of the Programme, students register for elective courses that is, courses of
their choice, from a large set of courses offered by various Academic Areas of the Institute.
They also take one compulsory course during Term 1V, V and VI respectively. The elective
courses are expected to enable a student to gain deeper knowledge and understanding of and
to acquire required skills in specific/chosen areas in management.

Creditrequirements in the Second Year: In the second year of the programme, each student
must earn a minimum of 16 credits through the courses offered excluding the compulsory
course. The term-wise as well as overall minimum and maximum credit requirement is given in
the table below. Students must ensure that they have earned an overall credit of 16 for
becoming eligible to graduate.

For the Post Graduate Program (PGP) 2017-19 Batch admission, the nine IIMs (i.e. [IM
Amritsar, IIM Bodhgaya, I1IM Kashipur, IIM Raipur, IIM Ranchi, IIM Rohtak, IIM Sambalpur, [IM
Trichy and IIM Udaipur) came together to conduct the Common Admission Process (CAP). IIM
Rohtak was the coordinator for the same.

[IM Rohtak used multiple parameters, namely academic performance in school, high school
and graduation programmes as well as candidate's scores in CAT to judge the
suitability of candidates for the Post Graduate Program (PGP). Relevant work experience, if
any, was also given weightage in the selection. Further, female candidates and non-
engineering candidates were also given weightage in the selection.

Evaluation by multiple criteria is consistent with empirical research on recruitment and
selection that shows greater efficacy of recruitment processes that uses multiple criteria. The
CAT score, over and above being a selection criterion, is also used to establish the minimum
level of proficiency that is expected from the candidate in respective faculties as indicated by
section wise minimum scores in the CAT. Multiple criteria are used to arrive at a composite
score for every candidate, which is used to select candidates for the subsequent stage.

IIM Rohtak adopted a two-phase selection process and accordingly these selection criteria are
applied in both phases. The first phase process was applied to all eligible candidates
who appeared for CAT 2016 to determine those qualifying candidates who will be called for
Personal Interview (Pl) and Written Analysis Test (WAT). During the WAPI process, the
candidates selected for during a particular half-day (morning or afternoon) session were asked
to write a short note (one page) on a topic provided by the CAP Convener (lIM Rohtak). The
time provided for writing the note was typically about 20 minutes. Subsequently two or three
interviewers evaluated each candidate on his/her performance on the note and his/her
performance during the personal interview. In addition, for candidates having work experience,
each interviewer evaluated the quality and relevance of the candidate's work experience.
These scores, in combination with the pre-WAPI selection parameters were used in the
second phase of selection to identify the candidates through merit selection from among
those candidates who appear for the WAPI.
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Admission Summary 2017

The Institute had made an offer to 4166 students. The summary of offer to various categories is
detailed in the table. While in General Category offers were given to 2533 students, 209 had
accepted the same finally 145 registered for the programme, similarly in NC-OBC category
845 students were offered, 97 had sent their offer acceptance and 77 students registered for
the programme, in the case of SC students 517 students were offered 54 accepted and 32
students registered. However, in the case of ST students the Institute had made offers to 213
students, 12 had accepted and 8 students had registered for the programme. In case of
Differently abled Students 58 students were given offer none of the students had given his/her
acceptance.

Curriculum:

The duration of the Fellow Programme in Management at 1IM, Rohtak is of four years, each
academic year begins in June/July and ends in March, which consists of three terms.

The FPM consists of two major phases. In the first phase, the participants will attend courses in
the first two years. In the first year, most of the courses are from the Post Graduate Programme
(PGP) and build the fundamental understanding in Management. In the second year, all the
courses are designed exclusively for the FPM that strengthens the specialization area of the
participants. After two years, the participants are expected to pass a comprehensive
examination to infer that they have acquired the necessary capabilities to undertake
independent research. The transition from one year to the next year is based on the stipulated
performance of the participants.
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In the second phase, the participant will develop and present a research proposal. After
undertaking the required research as proposed, the participant will submit the doctoral thesis
before the end of the fourth year. The submission of the thesis will be permitted after the
participant publishes a peer-reviewed international journal article (or paper is accepted for
publication) and a national/international conference proceedings paper. During the
coursework, the participants will be mentored by the faculty advisor and followed, in the third
year, by a thesis advisory committee consisting of three faculty members to guide the research
and the dissertation writing. The thesis will be examined by a panel of experts who are well
recognized in the research domain of the thesis.

The participant with an IIM PGDM is exempted from the first year PGP coursework. All the
participants are permitted to submit the thesis after spending three years at the Institute.

Financial Aid

The participants are given a monthly fellowship, a contingency grant, waiver of tuition fees,
support to attend international/national conferences and support for research visits to global
partnerinstitutions.

The participants of the FPM are given a fellowship of Rs. 30,000/- per month in the first and
second years; and Rs.35,000/- per month for the third and fourth years. In addition to this, a
merit fellowship of Rs.10,000/- per month in the second year and Rs.15,000/- per month in the
third and fourth years is given to the deserving participants.

All the participants will receive a contingency grant of Rs.1, 85,000/- distributed across four
years of the programme.

2-Years Executive Post Graduate Programme in Management (ePGP)
Introduction

The ePGP Programme at |IM Rohtak is uniquely structured to provide high-quality
management education to practising executives with minimal disruptions at their workplace.
This programme is for experienced executives, entrepreneurs and professionals, who desire
to enhance their managerial knowledge and skills through formal management education. The
programme is structured to ensure high standards and rigour expected from the brand |IM for
its Post Graduate Programmes.

The ePGP Programme is devised to be delivered on ‘Interactive Online Learning Platform
(IOL). The unique IOL provides a live, interactive capability where participants in any part of the
country can listen and discuss questions directly with I[IM Rohtak faculty members, cutting
across geographical constraints.

The ePGP for working executives at IIM Rohtak is designed to have both on and off campus
modules. While the off-campus distance module will form the mainstay of the programme, the
on-campus module of 4 weeks in 2-year programme or 2 weeks in 1-year programme, 1 week
each in each of the Terms of the year, is designed to give the participants the experience of the
residential programmes of the Institute and a sense of belongingness to |IM Rohtak as both
students and alumni later.

The programme is designed to cater to the requirements of a cross-section of industry,
enabling participants to share their rich and diverse experiences among themselves in addition
to having the classroom learning. The interactive and collaborative learning environment, that
this programme and the Institute offer, provides a stimulating platform to the executives having
different functional domain backgrounds and ensures the maximum return on their time and
resources invested.

Programme Structure and Curriculum

Programme Delivery

The programme is delivered essentially in two modes over 1-year in ePGCM and two years in
ePGDM — about 340 hours of classroom learning per year through interactive distance
learning mode and about 80 hours of classroom learning per year over 2 weeks each through
in-campus modules. The first 1-week on-campus module (of about 40 hours) of first year is at
the commencement of Term | and the second on-campus module of 1 week of first year is at the
commencement of the second Term. The first 1 week on-campus module (of about 40 hours)in
the second year of the 2-year programme is at the commencement of Term Ill, and the second
on-campus module of 1 week of second year is at the commencement of Term IV.

The on-campus modules of six days each in each of the 2 Terms in the ePGCM and a similar
length in the second year for the ePGDM provide the participants an orientation towards case-
based learning, a foundation in analytical thinking and an exposure to the learning culture of
IIM Rohtak, apart from facilitating discussions on contemporary issues in management
practices and trends in the industry and business. The initial topics of each of the courses in the
relevant Term are introduced and discussed. The distribution of on campus credits/hours at the
maximum is given.

. Introduction

Indian economy has been growing rapidly since early 1990s. Industry, particularly the
corporate sector, has simultaneously seen tremendous progress - in terms of diversity of
companies, source and volume of investment, diversity of products and services, and so on.
With rapid growth, the requirement of trained managers and business decision-makers is also
growing phenomenally. A large number of executives currently serving companies might have
joined their career before they could acquire management qualifications. Most of them may not
be in a position to quit their jobs to complete full-time management programmes. Their
organizations may not afford granting them long sabbaticals to pursue a full time management
programme. At the same time, to move upward in the career ladder and to reach senior and top
level corporate positions, they may need formal management qualifications. One-Year Post
Graduate Programme in Management for Executives (ePGPXx) is designed to provide such
executives an opportunity to get a formal management qualification of a premier brand of India
with a state of the art knowledge acquisition.

For many other executives there may be a prior formal qualification in management; but, it
could have been acquired either at the commencement of their career or in the long past. In this
case, refreshing their management knowledge and/or upgrading their managerial skills and
capabilities may be essential to realize their full potential to be future leaders and CEOs. The
rapid pace of global integration has further necessitated acquisition of new management skills
for aspiring executives and leaders. There is a growing need for having strong functional
fundamentals, analytical ability and refined behavioural skills on the part of managers. The
corporates strive hard to create a strong back up of versatile executives with strong functional
knowledge and a holistic management perspective. Managers need a right blend of
knowledge, leadership styles, skills, judgment and confidence along with necessary human
and ethical values which can ultimately transform them into “Global Visionary Leaders” as
required for the future. The ePGPx programme of IIM Rohtak is designed to make a crucial
contribution to them on their efforts to be futuristic in their approach to their career and the
organizations they serve.

The Programme at [IM Rohtak is uniquely structured to provide high quality management
education to practicing executives with minimal disruptions at their work place. This
programme is for professionals, who desire to enhance their managerial knowledge and skills
through formal management education. The focus of the programme is on general
management orientation and practical knowledge with an emphasis on inculcating exemplary
leadership in challenging managerial situations. It is structured to ensure high standards and
rigour expected from the brand IIM.

The ePGPx at [IM Rohtak is designed to have composite module of offline and online sessions.
While the online module will form the mainstay of the programme, the offline in-campus module
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of 3 weeks (20 days), 1 week in each term of the year, is designed to give the participants the
experience of the residential programmes of the Institute and a sense of belongingness to I1IM
Rohtak as both students and alumni later.

The programme is designed to cater to the requirements of a cross-section of industry,
enabling participants to share their rich and diverse experiences among themselves in addition
to having the classroom learning. The interactive and collaborative learning environment, that
this programme and the Institute offer, provides a stimulating platform to the executives having
different functional domain backgrounds and ensures the maximum return on their time and
resources invested.

Il. Programme Objectives

The One-Year Post-Graduate Diploma in Management for Executives of [IM Rohtak has
multiple objectives.

* The programme aims at providing practical knowledge and personalized learning with a
focus on intensive, multi-functional view on leadership

* The programme’s focus is on sharpening critical managerial skill sets, solidifying leadership
capabilities, and learning the tools and techniques for long-term success of an organization

* The programme insists upon an amalgamation of the practical knowledge and personal
awareness by honing analytical skills, facilitating new strategic frameworks, and building
greater confidence.

L. Programme Title

The programme is offered under the title One Year Post-Graduate Programme in Management
for Executives (ePGPx). The Programme duration is 1 year. Participants who complete the 1-
year programme will be awarded ‘One-Year Executive Post Graduate Diploma in Management
(ePGDM)'.

IV. Special Features of the Programme

The Programme is being offered in the distance learning mode through state-of-the-art Online
Synchronous Learning Technology platform using one of the best technology (Direct to
Desktop/Direct to Device) where students can attend their online sessions from anywhere with
the help of Laptops, Tablets, etc. The programme delivery is also being scheduled at times
convenient to the working executives - in the evenings, weekends and holidays.

V. Programme Structure and Curriculum

A participant has to undergo 625 contact hours of rigorous learning of which about 125 hours
will be on-campus, with three visits of one week each in each Term to [IM Rohtak campus. 125
hours will include project work and the remaining 375 hours will be on an interactive learning
platform.
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VL. Program Content
Following are the basic building blocks of the programme:

(a) Induction and Campus Immersion: Introduces the participants to the culture
and pedagogy of IIM Rohtak and helps them to understand the self while making
atransition to the ePGPx life and the future.

(b) Courses: Bouquet of core courses provide a rigorous grounding in the
fundamentals of management. The courses are designed to cover all the
aspects of business management.

(c) Independent Research Project: Focused projects offer opportunities to
explore new areas of learning and encourage participants to reflect on and
leverage past experiences.

Vil. Programme Delivery

The first 1 week on-campus module (35 sessions) will be at the commencement of Term
1.Similary second on-campus module (30 sessions) and third on-campus module (35
sessions) will be at the commencement of Term Il and Term Ill respectively. The on-campus
modules will provide the participants an orientation towards case-based learning, a foundation
in analytical thinking and an exposure to the learning culture of IIM Rohtak, apart from
facilitating discussions on contemporary issues in management practices and trends in the
industry and business. The initial topics of each of the courses in the relevant Term will also be
introduced and discussed.

The Interactive Distance Learning component is the core of ePGPx for working executives.
Instructors from IIM Rohtak’s studio will facilitate learning through two-way audio video
synchronous telecommunication mode. The technology may allow instructors to use
presentation, video, audio, whiteboards and telestrators to effectively communicate ideas and
interact with the students. There would be a conscious effort to provide an experience of
physical classroom in the virtual learning delivery by [IM Rohtak. Classes are typically
scheduled on three days a week for three hours each (tentatively). However, IIM Rohtak
retains the right to change/modify the course or delivery structure any time as per its
assessment.

Vill. Pedagogy

Using case method as pedagogy, |IM Rohtak will encourage you to reflect, analyse, critique,
innovate and eventually learn the intricate aspects of the present day businesses,
organization, and industry. The cases will enable you to apply theoretical knowledge to real-
world business situations, and in the process will prepare you for leadership positions. The
programme offers a rich mix of simulation exercises, games, role play, live projects, and
assignments, planned for you throughout the programme.

Continuous Assessment includes course projects, assignments, quizzes, case analysis,
exercises, class participation, attendance (if desired by the instructor), and any other
component as decided by the instructor. Within this broad framework, instructors will be free to
select specific components and assign relative weights as per their assessment. However,
instructors will formally announce the evaluation scheme at the beginning of the course (in the
first session and/or through course outline distributed) as per the requirements of the course
and preferred methods of instruction.

IX. Admissions
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A. Eligibility Criteria
To be eligible to apply for the programme, applicants should fulfil the following criteria.

(a) Bachelor’'s/Master Degree: Applicants should have a bachelor (10+2+3 or 4 format)
/master degree (2-years) or an equivalent qualification in any discipline with at least
50% marks or equivalent CGPA at the graduate/PG level and a consistent academic
record throughout the career.

(b)  Work Experience: Applicant should possess a minimum of 5 years of experience in
managerially relevant executive positions.

Admission Process
1. Selection Criteria

Candidates will be selected through a multi-stage process. Those who meet the eligibility
requirements may be required, if the Institute decides so, to appear for a written test and an
interview over video or teleconferencing or physical mode. Those who meet the minimum
specified performance standard in the written test and interview will be offered admission
based on their overall ranking. Ranking may be based on multiple factors including the
academic performance and relevant work experience, in addition to the test and interview
scores.

2. Offer of Admission

Selected candidates will be given admission offer by the programme office subject to specific
terms and conditions as mentioned in the offer letter as well as those notified in advance.
Those who accepted the offer will be given intimation about the joining date and the
commencement of the Programme. Candidates will be required to remit the First Instalment
fees as per payment schedule communicated in due course and announced in advance (see
Programme schedule). After remitting fees if a candidate fails to register for the on-campus
module, the First Instalment fees will be forfeited. However, if the candidate duly (in writing)
requests the Institute well before the commencement of the on-campus module and if the
Institute permits the same in writing, specified percentage of fees paid may be refunded.

Professional Development Programmes (PDPs)

The FDP offered by [IM Rohtak are designed in the form of
workshops, training programmes, lectures and demonstrations.

[IM Rohtak takes immense pride in announcing the successful completion of summer
placements for the 2017-19 batch with the Institute yet again achieving 100% placements.
Each student who opted for summer placement was successful in receiving an internship
offered through the institute.

With a 67% rise in the batch strength, this year saw an unprecedented increase in the number
of new recruiters. A whopping 100+ companies (65% increase from last year) visited the
campus to make offers in diverse fields.

The highest stipend offered this year stood at Rs. 2,47,800 while the average stipend figure
was Rs. 50,110 for two months.

Almost 50% of the total offers secured were under the marketing domain. Some of the
prominent recruiters included Dabur, Yes Bank, Tata Steel, Sanofi Genzyme, HPCL, BPCL,
IndiaMart and ACG Worldwide. Patanjali Ayurved was the highlight of the season, choosing to
recruit interns for multiple roles. Many renowned names such as MullenLowe Lintas Group,
ABB, VLCC, Yellow Diamond and CybizCorp visited the campus for the first time and offered
niche profiles.

Finance firms were next in line with 18% of the batch getting offers in this domain. Prominent
banks such as ICICI, SBI, Yes Bank and IDBI Federal recruited for multiple roles. Non-banking
financial entities such as Arcesium, Indus Valley Partners, Thomson Reuters, and Future
Generali recruited for wide-ranging profiles. H&R Block and K.G. Somani and Co. were some
of the new names that hired interns in large numbers.

Other major sectors included General Management (12%), IT and Consulting (12%), and
Operations (9%). Some of the prominent firms that hired interns in these domains were L&T,
United Motors, Wipro, Cognizant Business Consulting, Stryker, Luthra Group and Essel
Group.

[IM Rohtak successfully completed the final placement process for the Batch of 2018 with
100% placements including several international offers made to the students by diverse firms.

There was a marked increase in the number of companies visiting the campus this year with
40+ new companies making offers to the students. Moreover, this year witnessed a steep
increase in the number of PPls and PPOs offered to the students. There was also the presence
of International recruiters like Tolaram Group and Square yards on the campus offering some
of the most sought-after profiles. Highest salary offered was 30 lakhs pa and average was 11.7
lakhs pa.

Marketing stood as the top recruitment domain this season with 29% of all the offers made.
Some of the prominent recruiters included Yes Bank, Dabur, Amazon, BPCL, Maruti Suzuki,
Tata Steel, JK Group, IndiaMart, Cushman, and Wakefield. Some of the big names that visited
the campus for the first time were Amul, Aditya Birla Group, Cargill Foods, Mafatlal, Dell, and
ACG WorldWide. There was a 5x increase in the number of FMCG companies visiting the
campus.

Finance firms were the next in line with 26% of the batch getting offers in this domain.

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Consultancy Projects

IIM Rohtak is committed to the Public Policy work. First in the history of IIM Rohtak, institute
completed three consultancy projects in the academic year 2017-18 with Department of Post
(Ministry of Communication), J & K Government and Shree Maruti Courier Services, Institute is
also in the process of signing MoU with Ministry of Consumer Affairs (Food & Distribution)
where IIM Rohtak will act as the nodal office for Haryana region.

1. Department of Post, Ministry of Communication

Department of Posts collaborated with [IM Rohtak to prepare a Detailed Project Report (DPR)
for the Mail Network Optimization Project (MNOP), and Development of Infrastructure for
Logistics and Warehousing for the Department of Posts.

The 8 weeks assignment was started on 8th March 2018 and the Detailed Project Report will
be submitted by 8th May 2018. The research and consultancy work was conducted by three
faculty members of IIM Rohtak from the area of Operations Management, namely, Prof.
Peeyush Pandey, Prof. Gourav Dwivedi and Prof, Deepika Jain, with the assistance of
research associates. Project work includes survey of the Processing and Booking Facilities in
Delhi NCR, data collection and final report to be submitted based on the results derived by the
research team.

2. J & KGovernment

Jammu & Kashmir Government collaborated with 1IM Rohtak for a study to understand
dimensions of public confidence in security forces in Kashmir. The research was conducted by
four faculty members, namely, Prof. Koustab Ghosh, Prof. Agrata Pandey, Prof. Palka Chillar
and Prof. Peeyush Pandey and four research scholars under the guidance of Prof. Dheeraj
Sharma, Director, IIM Rohtak. In-depth interviews of multiple stockholders like residents,
police officers, and CRPF personnel, and administrators were conducted across the cities of
Anantnag, Pulwama, Shopian, Srinagar, Tral and other remote cities of Jammu & Kashmir.
This study was conducted from June 2017 to September 2017.

3. Shree Maruti Courier Services

understand the current business problem of the company and derive a plan to achieve a faster
growth of the company. Adetailed review and critical analysis of the problem was conducted by
the research team comprising of Prof. Dheeraj Sharma, Director, IIM Rohtak and Prof. S K
Pandey, along with two research associates and research scholars. The report of the Phase |
was submitted within three months.

[IM Rohtak entered into various agreements in the year 2017-18 for the academic
development of the students and faculty.

MoU with University of Namur, Belgium

Indian Institute of Management Rohtak signed an agreement of collaboration with University of
Namur, Belgium for educational and research cooperation their students faculty members, and
research institute. As a part of the collaboration, IIM Rohtak and University of Namur will
undergo joint educational and research activities, exchange of academic material and
academic publications, exchange of faculty for research, lectures and discussions, and
exchange of students for study and research.

Agreement with CFA Institute

Indian Institute of Management Rohtak entered into agreement with CFA Institute for
University Affiliation Program. This will ensure that finance courses offered at IIM Rohtak will
be aligned with the CFA institute. It will provide environment conducive for the students, who
want to grow their career in the domain of finance. Axpprox. 49 students from PGP 08 batch will
be taking up the CFA certification in the next academic year.

Case Research Journal

IIM Rohtak entered into an agreement with SAGE Publication for the publication of first in
house Journal “Emerging Economies Case Journal”. It will provide a platform for academicians
and industry practitioners to share cases on the application of management concepts to
complex real world business solutions. The editorial body of the journal comprises of
academicians from various universities globally. The first edition of the same will be published
in December 2018.

The second keynote speaker Dr. Satya Pal Singh, motivated the students to be physically fit,
mentally alert and socially adjustable. He emphasized that the essence of management is to
achieve internal peace. One should be like the Sun, which dispels darkness and illuminates the
universe. In order to become a global leader, one must be a path breaker. Dr. Singh educated
students that since the world has become a global village, managers must evolve and grow to
become global leaders.

Prof. IM Pandey accentuated during panel discussion that IIM culture is very rigorous and
fiercely competitive. He mentioned the example of [IM-A, wherein the respect for intellectuals
is treated as an institutional ethos. Prof. Pandey highlighted that the domain knowledge
developed at an [IM is not only limited to cognitive abilities but effective skills as well. The Idea
behind case methodology is to build the comprehension skills of participants and provide them
with an opportunity to process, analyze and synthesize a real-life situation from various
perspectives. The simulations and business games, a part of the case-based pedagogy,
facilitate experiential learning. Lastly, Prof. Pandey advocated that PGDM being a professional
course, helps develop a mindset for empathy. He had strongly asserted that the ability to
communicate is what professionalismis all about.

The second panelist, Prof. Jagdeep S Chhokar said that new batch has a huge responsibility
on their shoulders as institutions are not built in a day. He further added that humility is the most
important virtue that builds a great manager. Prof. Chhokar pressed upon the importance of
case-based teaching methodology, which facilitates learning from experience and simulation
of real-world. The Institute ethos is that students should be participants and teachers should be
facilitators. Facilitation of learning is at the heart of IIM pedagogy. On the culture of [IM
Ahmedabad, Prof. Chhokar said that the basic mantra is ‘Doing the best you can in whatever
you do’. The only stupid question is the one that hasn’t been asked. Be inquisitive, keep asking
questions and learn how to learn.

Indian Institute of Management Rohtak hosted its 7" Convocation on 25th March 2018. The
eventwas graced by Hon’ble Vice President of India, Shri.

Interactive Session of Dr. Subramanian Swamy, Hon’ble Member of Parliament, Rajya

For holistic development for an individual as well as the nation, it is high
time we gave equal emphasis to all these forms of intelligence,” observed Dr. Swamy.
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Dr.Swamy also talked about the importance of debate and discussion for the right level of risk-
taking. He urged students to take an interest in entrepreneurship to facilitate job creation. Risk
of entrepreneurship needs to be balanced with benefits arising from entrepreneurship.

In a speech that was equally enlightening and entertaining, he said, “Historically, Indian society
has always given equal status to women.” “In Brahma'’s cabinet, all important portfolios were
held by women: Defence was with Durga, Finance with Laxmi, and Education with Saraswati;
only Information Broadcasting was held by a man —Narad Muni,” he laughed.

Director, 1IM Rohtak, Prof. Dheeraj Sharma aptly summed up the session with a striking
example on the debate of utilitarianism and reductionism. He emphasized that a balance need
to be created between the two. That is where the management perspectives align with
governance.

Visit of Hon’ble Governor, Mizoram: July 24,2017

Nobel Laureate Kailash Satyarthi at Dr. Subhash Chandra Show: September 2,2017

Nobel Laureate, Mr. Kailash Satyarthi, addressed the students at [IM Rohtak along with Dr.

Along with it, witness protection should be provided so
that people come forward without any fear to help to bring justice to the victims.”

The Show continued with Dr. Subhash Chandra giving his valuable insights to the young
management students on how to manage time effectively. He advised the students to achieve
work-life integration rather than to strive for work-life balance. He also urged the students to
instil within themselves the confidence that can lead them to success.

During the interaction with Dr. Chandra, Prof. Dheeraj Sharma, Director 1IM Rohtak said,
“Seeking knowledge is an addiction. You can never have enough of it.” “Books are not the only
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source of knowledge, life experiences play an even vital role towards increasing knowledge,”
he concluded.

Allaying fears that Al would replace humans from all jobs, Mr. Vikram Jeet Singh, VP, KPMG,
said, “Robotic Process Automation (RPA) is happening, there is no denying that. However, the
robots can only do the recreative jobs without tiring. That will allow humans to focus more on
value creation. Artificial Intelligence, for sure, is not going to take away all jobs”.

“Managers should focus on the core business and build the services around them. Uber’s core
business is not aggregating cars but transporting a person from place Ato B,” he continued.

Speaking on the revolution brought about by Reliance Jio in the telecom industry, Mr. Sanjay
Maan, (President, North and East region for Enterprise Business at Reliance Communications
Ltd.) said, “Till 2008, only four companies were operating in the telecom industry when the
government issued licenses to eight more companies. A price war ensued and by the time the
market stabilized, Jio happened, resulting in a negative bottom line for all the competing
companies ever since.”

Social media is becoming increasingly significant in the way people consume news. Mr. Pankaj
Doval, Senior Editor at Times of India, was all praise towards this development. “The press
might have physical limitations; social media is now bringing to light the happenings even from
the obscure places on the planet,” he said. When asked about the increasing space devoted to
advertorials, Mr. Doval quipped, “l guess people love gossips”.

Mr. Himanshu Shekhar Mishra, Editor, NDTV — Government Affairs, spoke about the
challenges journalists face. “This is an age in which a journalist has to be correct every single
time he chooses to cover news. Asingle snippet of wrong information and you lose the trust, not
only of the audience who consume news but also of your whole office.”

Director, IIM Rohtak, Dr. Dheeraj Sharma said, “The purpose of the summit is to facilitate

IT Resources Centre (ITRC)

[IM Rohtak has new generation computers which provide support for diverse computing
requirements, access to databases and archives for rapid retrieval of relevant information and
updating and dissemination of academic and research material. The IT setup at IIMR
comprises of multi-layered architecture, the lowest layer consists of personal computers and
workstations. The next layer consists of Active Directory Server and Database servers. The
third layer consists of Web server, DNS Server and other high-end servers/Computers
required for high resources demanding tasks. All the services can be availed from any system
of the institute through LAN/WLAN.

Hardware Infrastructure

More than 150 ( Core i7, Core i5 and Core i3) high end personal computers, High-end Quad
core Xeon Processor based Dell/IBM Servers, Cisco Layer3/Layer2 Switches, HP Layer2
Switches, Ricoh/HP network printers in the Institute is connected with the internal network.
Computer Lab and Class Rooms are equipped with Intel Corei5 Fourth generation/Third
generation processor based computers. For Internet, Institute has provided 250 Mbps link.
Cisco Tandberg 6000 MXP videoconferencing system with multi-location calling facility and
EMC Data Storage Facility in the Institute to cater the electronic data storage requirements of
the Institute.

Network printing facility is available on a wide variety of printer (Heavy Duty Color Multi-
Function Network Laser Printer) having print, scan, and scan to e-mail facility. This printer is
accessible from hostels and from the Admin and Academic Block. Other equipment available in
Computer Centre includes Notebooks, Scanners and LED, DLP Projectors.
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Classrooms are Equipped with LED Projector, laptop and Wi-Fi Access point

Campus Network

The Academic buildings in the campus are interconnected through 48\24 Core Single Mode
Fiber and connectivity to Desktops has been provided using 4 pair CAT6 UTP cable ensuring a
dedicated 100 Mbps connections at desktop level. The Computer Center acts as the main hub
of the network and hosts with a Layer3 backbone switch. The Access switches are located in
respective buildings in the Campus. All the hostels have been connected with the Wi-Fi
Network (WLAN).

The Campus Wi-Fi WLAN has been enabled to provide mobility to the users for accessing
various services/e-resources available on Institute’s network. Classrooms, Library, Computer
Centre, and Seminar Hall have been enabled with indoor wireless network.

Network Security

Campus Network is fully secured through a Unified thread management System has been
implemented for Gateway Level Security. The hostels are equipped with secured enterprise
wireless network, which provides seamless Wi-Fi connectivity to the students.

Server and OS Platform

The Institute uses variety of operating systems such as Windows10/Windows8.1 Professional/
Windows7, Latest OS, Windows Server2008-R2 and RedHat Enterprises Linux6, and to make
students familiar with latest operating systems. Institute has subscribed Microsoft Open Value
Volume Licensing program and Kaspersky Antivirus Software.
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ComputerLab

Computer Lab is equipped with Intel Core i5 fourth generation/third generation processor
based Computers. This Lab Computers are connected with Institute’s Domain Server. User
Access has been controlled through the active directory configured on Windows2008 Server.

Domain Server and Webserver

Institute has hosted its own DNS Server and Institute’s Website in its own premises. The user’s
E-mail quota of 10 GB has been allocated to faculty members, students and staff members of
the Institute on G-Suite E-mail server.

Video Conferencing Facility

Cisco Tandberg is used for video conferencing, organizing Lecture session from any part of the
world over IP.

The Institute has also extended the Video Conferencing Facility in the Board Room.
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Database, Analytic tool and Application Software.

The Institute has procured SPSS24, Amos24 MS Project 2013, Oracle Crystal Ball, EViews8,
Minitab17, and Oracle Advanced Computer Science subscriptions which also includes Oracle
11g database.

Online Learning System

The Institute has an Online Learning Management System on open source platform (Moodle)
for Faculty and Students Interactions, which is accessible through URL: elixir.iimrohtak.ac.in
(Elixir). Through this, the lecture notes are made available online to students, and students and
faculties are actively collaborate towards knowledge sharing by following Social
Constructionism Pedagogy.

Application Servers

ITRC has hosted an application server for the use of PGP and Dspace server for Institute’s
Digital Repository.

Transport

Since most of the visitors come through Delhi airport, the need for providing pick up and drop
service is substantial. The Institute has made arrangement with a local service provider for
providing conveyance support on contract basis for one-year period. However, to cater the
operational academic need of the Institute, the arrangement of hiring of two cars from the local
service provider has also been made.

Residential campus being situated 15 kms from the Rohtak city, 2 buses are being bought by
the institute to ensure smooth travelling of the students, faculty and staff to the city for basic
requirements.

ATM Services

An ATM for the use of students and employees has been installed within the premises of
Institute.

3.3 Institute Share of New Pension Scheme
Institute share of NPS @ 10 percent of Pay (Pay in pay band + Grade pay) and
Dearness Allowance thereon is accounted for in the month / year in which salary
is booked and this is charged as expenditure in the nature Head of Account.

FIXED ASSETS AND DEPRECIATION

Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition including freight, duties and taxes and
incidental and direct expenses related to acquisition, installation and commissioning.
The Fixed Assets and Capital Expenditure incurred for new Campus are from the
Grants provided by Ministry of HRD, Government of India for Capital Expenditure.

Gifted/Donated asset are valued at the declared value where available; if not available,
the value to be estimated based on the present market value adjusted with reference to
the physical conditions of the asset. Capital Fund to be increased by the amount of
value of such assets acquired and merged with the fixed assets of the Institute.
Depreciation on these assets is charged at the rate applicable to the respective asset.

Depreciation is provided for the whole year on additions during the year and no
depreciation is charged on the assets sold/discarded during the year.

Upto 31* March, 2014 depreciation on assets was charged on Written Down Value
Method. However as per the Guideline of MHRD the Straight line Method of
Depreciation has been adopted from 1% April, 2014 and the prescribed rate of
Deprecation (SLM) was accordingly charged.

Where an asset is fully depreciated, it is carried at a residual value of Re. 100 in the
Books of Accounts.

Assets created out of Earmarked Funds and funds of Sponsored Projects, where the
ownership of the assets vest in the Institute, are booked as Fixed assets by credit to
Capital Fund and these assets are merged with the fixed assets of the Institute. Assets
created out of Sponsored Project funds, where the ownership is retained by the
sponsors but held and used by the Institute are separately disclosed in the Notes on
Accounts.

Asset costing up to Rs. 2000 (except Library Books) is treated as Small Value Assets,
100% depreciation is provided in respect of such assets at the time of their acquisition.
Depreciation Fund is separately created for accumulated depreciation, and this
depreciation fund is made out of Capital Fund and disclosed separately.

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INVESTMENTS

Long term investments are valued at cost however any permanent diminution in the
value of long term investment on the date of Balance Sheet is provided for in the
accounts.

Short Term investments are carried at their cost or market value whichever is lower.

EARMARKED/ENDOWMENT FUND

Any contribution by the students or any outside agency for the specific purpose are
transferred under this fund and all the related expenditure are incurred from the
respective Earmarked Fund. The assets created out of Earmarked Funds where the
ownership Vests in the Institution, are merged with the assets of the Institute by
crediting an equal amount to the Capital Fund. The balance in the respective funds is
carried forward and is represented on the assets side by balance at Bank, Investments
and accrued interest.

Total Interest accrued/earned on investment is allocated on the basis of its opening
value with respect to Earmark Fund and on average value with respect to Corpus Fund.
Executive Education also considered as Earmarked Fund.

CORPUS FUND

Receipts from students, interest on saving bank accounts and other Miscellaneous
Receipts are accounted as Corpus fund. For the purpose of presentation of financial
statement, all such receipts are routed through income and expenditure account and
the same is apportioned (below the line) to the Corpus fund. The assets created out of
the Corpus Fund are merged with the assets of the Institute by crediting equal amounts
to the Capital Fund. The balance in the Corpus Fund which is carried forward is
represented by the balance in Fixed and other Deposits with the Bank, and accrued
interest thereon.

GOVERNMENT GRANTS

Where a sanction for release of grant pertaining to the financial year is received before
31* March and the grant is actually received in the next financial year, the grant is
accounted on accrual basis and an equal amount is shown as recoverable from the
Grantor.

To the extent utilized towards capital expenditure, government grants are transferred to
the capital fund.

All the recurring expenditure are meet out of revenue grant GIA 31 & GIA 36 and any
surplus is shown as current liability and any deficit is shown as grant recoverable from
MHRD.

Interest received on Grant in Aid, if any is considered as part of Grant in Aid for
Recurring Expenses.

INVESTMENTS OF EARMARKED FUNDS AND INTEREST INCOME ACCRUED ON
SUCH INVESTMENTS:

To the extent not immediately required for expenditure, the amounts available against
such funds are deposited for Auto fixed term with Banks. Any interest accrued on such
depositsis credited to the respective funds.

1,38,41,300 had paid as advance during the year.

21. The Institute was currently located in the MDU campus as per the MOU signed between
the Maharshi Dayanand University, Rohtak and IIM Rohtak dated 19.03.2010 and
subsequently renewed on 19.03.2013 on monthly rent basis and accordingly the
Institute made the payment to the tune of Rs. 4,24,58,411/- to the MDU for the rental of
the occupied buildings during the year. The Institute has also taken hostel for girls
students on rent from MDU on need basis and that rent vary as per the utilisation of such
hostel building.

22. The Institute is funded by the Ministry of HRD, Government of India and during F.Y.
2017-18 the Institute has received/receivable sanctioned Grant-in-aid of
Rs.1,32,80,00,000/- as per details mentioned below

The deficit balance of Rs.12,35,90,457.38 of plan grant for establishment and recurring
expenditure related to previous years, which was shown under Loans, Advances &
Deposits (Schedule 8) (Rs. 34,02,245.88 as recoverable from MHRD for FPM and Rs.
12,01,88,211.50 as Grant Receivable from MHRD) recovered this year. Accordingly, an
adjustment entry has been passed in the year 2017-18.

The Fixed Assets register is maintained by the Institute. The Fixed Assets include the
equipment installed in the offices, class rooms, hostels and Directors’ residence and
faculty residences.

The PGP fees include the fees for Tuition, Hostel, Library, Placement, Books & Course
Material charges, Computer Fees & Admission fees. The Establishment expenses
include the expenses related to Salaries & Wages of Teaching & Non-Teaching Staff.
The non-teaching staffs include the staff on contractual basis.

The Institute maintain the record of consumable items. However, the value of such
items is not so material, hence, the same has been charged to expenditure account.

The 20% amount collected from each student as Alumni Membership Support Charges,
i.e. Rs. 3,27,700/- has been transferred to Income & Expenditure Account. The amount
transferred to Alumni Fund can be utilized only through Alumni Society Executive
Committee. Hence, levying of support charges were required.

During the year the Institute paid scholarship of Rs. NIL to the various meritorious
students out of the Student Welfare Fund.

The current liabilities include the bills payable to various suppliers and also the security
deposits/ EMDs of the suppliers and students.

The expenditure related to students welfare expenses which have been paid through
Professional Charges and Medical Expenses has been apportioned on the basis of
students/ employee ratio and that derived ratio is 80:20

i. Medical Expenses - 80:20 percentage of the total expenditure
ii. Legal Professional Charges - 80:20 percentage of the total expenditure on
Doctor Remuneration.

The apportioned amount of unexpired period of journal and periodicals has been shown
under pre-paid expenditure as current assets to be charged to expenditure on the basis
of period of utilization of such services in the future period.
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RETIREMENT BENEFITS

The Faculty/Staff joined on regular positions are coming under New Pension Scheme of
Govt. of India. Hence, no provision for Gratuity has been made in terms of Letter no. F
No. 19-1/2017-IFD dated 12" April, 2017 of IFD, Deptt of Higher Education, MHRD,
GOl. The gratuity provision already created upto 31% March, 2017 in books of accounts
has also been reversed and credited to prior period adjustment account.

Provision of Earned Leave Encashment to regular staff made in the books of accounts
as on 31% March, 2017 as per the Actuary assessment done by internal auditors is
enough to cover the leave encashment liability as on 31% Mar, 2018, hence, no expense
on account of provision of leave encashment has been booked during the year.

Most of the administrative staff is on contractual basis and the terms of such
employment do not cover any retirement benefits.

In the opinion of the Management, the Current assets, loans & advances have a value
on realization in the course of the business, equal to the aggregate amount shown in the
Balance Sheet.

The insurance amounts to be refunded to the students after deducting the actual
insurance expenses from the amount collected as insurance charges from them s yet to
ascertained till 31* March 2018, hence it will be adjusted in accounts of subsequent
year.

Student Welfare Fund has been created by transferring Rs 5,000/- per student from the
contingency fund to meet the student welfare expenses.

Goods & Service Tax returns for the period July ,2017 to March, 2018 have been filed
late and/ or in process of filling due to lack of clarity on its applicability on the Institute.
However, tax has been deposited on estimated basis. The liability of tax has been
created in books as on 31%March, 2018.

Institute has created an estimated liability of Rs 1,06,33,350/- against agreement
entered with M/s Hughes Global Education India Limited for the services provided by
him in terms of the agreement. The Institute has not complied with provisions of TDS
under Income Tax Act, 1961 and also not claimed input of GST charged by the vendor
due to dispute and counter claim lodged by the Institute on the vendor. The statutory
provisions shall be taken care at the time of settlement of dispute.

The payment made by Institute under Common Admission Process (2017 — 19) and
Common Admission Process (2018 — 20) amounts to Rs 17,22,277 and Rs 63,59,551
respectively as at year end. The amount paid is subject to apportionment among
different [IMs after receipt of account for payments by them in this account. The share of
expense relating to Institute shall be booked as expense in the year when accounts from
different [IMs are received and settled.

Institute has created Executive Education Fund during the year by earmarking the
same as Asset, instead of recognising as Income as being done in previous years.
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40. Tax collection at source on scrap sale has not been applied as it was sold to small
vendors in cash.

This Accounting policy is deficient
to the extent that cut of date for receiving the
bill has been taken 15th April instead of taking
the date of finalisation of Accounts i.e.
